Bosnia and Herzegovina (1995-2004); president of the municipal council of Livno, Bosnia and Herzegovina
(2004-2005); director of the Franciscan Museum and Gorica Gallery, Livno, Bosnia and Herzegovina (2005-
2016); ambassador to Italy, Malta and San Marino and Permanent Representative to the F.A.O. (from November
2016-2018).
