University in Collegeville, Minnesota (1988) and then for the archdiocese of Chicago at the University of Saint
Mary of the Lake Seminary in Mundelein, lllinois (1989-1992). He subsequently received a licentiate and
doctorate in canon law from Saint Paul’s University in Ottawa, Canada (1997-2003).

He was ordained a priest for the archdiocese of Chicago on 23 May 1992.

Since ordination he has held the following offices: parish vicar of the Saints Faith, Hope and Charity parish in
Winnetka (1992-1998); assistant in the Chancellor’'s Office (1994-2001); adjunct vicar in the Office of Canonical
Services (2003-2008); judge of the Court of Appeal of the Province of Chicago (2003-2009); parish priest of the
Saint Celestine parish in EImwood Part (2008-2013); vicar of the Metropolitan Tribunal (2013-2015); chancellor

forane of Deanery IlI-A (2013). From 2014 to the present day he has served as administrative secretary to His
Eminence Cardinal Blase J. Cupich, metropolitan archbishop of Chicago.
