Rural women represent a sure
compass for their families, a firm fulcrum for the progress of the economy, especially in developing countries,
where they are not only beneficiaries but real drivers of the progress of the societies in which they live.

Nor can | forget the place of young people in agriculture. The real revolution for a food future starts with training
and empowering new generations. The gift that young people give us "consists of bringing innovative solutions
to face old problems, and the courage of not letting themselves be limited by a short-sighted way of thinking that
refuses to change" (Message to the Director-General of FAO on the occasion of the opening of the World Food
Forum, 1 October 2021).

Mr. President, God bless the deliberations of this meeting, so that, recognizing the role of the rural family, we
may advance in the elimination of hunger, the reduction of inequalities, and the care and protection of our planet.
