November 1992.

He has held the offices of bursar,
rector of the minor seminary, rector of the philosophy seminary of Huambo, and head of the Good Shepherd
Pastoral Centre. Since 2004 he has served as lecturer in Sacred Scripture at the Christ the King Major Seminary
of Huambo; since 2009, parish priest of the Cathedral; since 2010, vicar general; and since 2019, assessor of
the Episcopal Conference of Angola and São Tomé.
